2022 Budget

Chief Juelfs provided the 2022 Budget Overview, the 2022 Draft Budget and the 2022
Draft Capital Plan. He was provided an extension, by both city councils, to submit a gross
Budget after the July meeting. He informed the Board that with the new Fire Taxing
District Legislation the levy cap has been eliminated and he would like to discuss adding
three new firefighter positions in 2022. The consensus of the Board was to move
forward with the additional positions after both councils discuss the increase in cost.
The increase in staff would cost approximately 250,000 per year.

Motion was made to approve the 2022 budget as presented with the option of adding
three firefighter positions after discussing and approval from both city councils by
Seaberg; seconded by Napier.

Motion carried.

Minnesota Task Force One Update

Chief Mark Erickson informed the Board on issues related to a recent letter that MNTF-1
received from the State Fire Marshal’s office. The letter indicated that the current team
consisting of members from Dakota County SOT, Edina Fire, Minneapolis Fire, Rochester
Fire and St. Paul Fire would be eliminated, and a new team would be formed with
Minneapolis and St. Paul Fire personnel. This action is being contested by MNTF-1
which is a JPA between the member organizations. At this time State Legislators have
gotten involved and a resolution is anticipated in the near future.

Chief Juelfs reminded the Board that following the August 18" meeting there be a
badging ceremony for our new personnel.

RE: Fire Department Staff Hiring

Summary:

At the July Board meeting the Board agreed to add three new Firefighter positions in 2022 with revenues from an
increase in the EMS Taxing District levy. During discussions Chief Juelfs advised the board of the possibility of
hiring the three new Firefighters in October of 2021. The budget dollars to hire in October is available because of
two open positions South Metro had during various parts of 2021. Hiring the three new Firefighters will enable
them to participate in the October joint academy with Burnsville and Eagan instead of waiting until the March or

April joint academy. If hired in October, the new Firefighters will count toward our minimums in March of 2022
instead of August of 2022.

As of this memo date there are 11 full pay periods and an additional 5 days in December resulting in 11.4 pay
periods remaining in 2021. The .4 is the result of dividing the 5 days in December by the 14 days in a pay period
which factors in that most of our current personnel work both weekdays and weekends. If the new Firefighters
are hired with a start date of October 4, 2021, they will be on the payroll for 7 pay periods and the additional 5
days in December which is half the pay period for personnel that work only weekdays. Below is a breakdown of
the remaining payroll obligations for current employees and the cost of adding one Firefighter to fill our open
position and the hiring of the three new Firefighters in October of 2021 that were approved for 2022.

The
equipment costs can be absorbed by the 2021 budget and the benefits will be paid from excess budget dollars
created from the two positions we had open for a portion of the 2021 budget year.
